1. Even though the Czech Republic is a world leader
in the use of contactless cards and is an open
market for modern cashless payment technologies,
the development of its existing network of cashless
terminals needs to be further strengthened;

2. The
Communication

Development of Information and

technologies and Digitisation
is a crucial factor for the economic growth of the
Czech Republic which significantly impacts the
reduction of administrative and financial burden on

entrepreneurs, especially sole traders;

3. Accelerating the development of cashless
payments will improve the quality of services for
Czech citizens. Domestic consumers are equipped
with credit cards to alarge extent and use them

extensively for payments and purchases;

4. Cashless transactions positively affect the image
and reality of the Czech Republic as a modern
country as well as reducing transaction costs in the
economy while impacting the reduction of the so-
called informal economy and promoting the fair

competition;

5. A core interest of the Memorandum participants
is the dynamic expansion of cashless transactions
and promotion of digital payments;

6. Participants of the Memorandum have agreed to
sign this Memorandum in order to establish
a framework for mutual cooperation in achieving
the common objectives set out in this document

as follows:
Section 1
Major Goals

1. Participants of the Memorandum shall endeavour
to ensure that cashless payments are universally
available and that access to these payments is on an
equal footing with the access to the cash payments
and, for this purpose, they shall contribute to the
market development and

digital payments

promotion campaign through their marketing

events.

2. Participants of the Memorandum shall focus their
support activities especially on sole traders, micro-
entrepreneurs, family businesses, rural business
owners and other self-employed persons doing
business on the basis of anon-trade act. These
entrepreneurs have not yet offered their customers
a possibility of using cashless payments, or who
have not used apayment terminal for the last
12 months.

3. Participants of the Memorandum shall make
efforts to increase the number of payment
terminals in the Czech Republic by 10,000 per year
for customers referred to in the paragraph 2 above
who will be eligible to obtain agrant for the
acquisition of the payment terminal. If the validity
of this Memorandum is extended until the end of
2022, the total number of installed payment
terminals will be at least 30,000.

Section 2
Scope of Cooperation

1. The Ministry of Industry and Trade shall promote
the principles and objectives contained herein

within its marketing capacities.

2. Participants of the Memorandum referred to in
the paragraphs 2 through up to 6 shall create the
conditions to support measures aiming to increase
the number of payment terminals and shall make
every effort to enable consumers to make cashless
payments on the widest possible scale.

3. Participants of the Memorandum referred to in
the paragraphs 2 through up to 6 have agreed to
prepare a program to support the objectives set out
in this Memorandum for the period from March
2020 to October 2020. After assessing the fulfilment
of tasks for the given period, the Memorandum
Participants shall decide on a possible extension of
the validity of this Memorandum for the period of
2021-2022.

4. Participants of the Memorandum shall support
the mutual promotion of their activities and actions,
through the use of websites, social networks, etc.

5. Participants of the Memorandum referred to in
the paragraphs 2 through up to 6 agree to publish
transparently price offer for the purchase of

a payment terminal.

4. Participants of the Memorandum may make
public statements regarding this Memorandum and

related activities.

5. The Memorandum is made in 8 identical copies,
in Czech and English and each Participant shall
receive one copy. For avoidance of any doubt, the
Participants have agreed that the Czech version

would be the decisive one.

6. This Memorandum shall enter into force and
effect on the date of the last signature by the

Participants to the Memorandum.

7. Participants of the Memorandum referred to in
the paragraphs 2 through up to 6 agree to the
application of individual conditions for the provision
of a payment terminal. These conditions will be
specified in the Program and will not conflict with
the Objectives of the Memorandum.
